Requirements for AKF Jnc Members to Attend an Accredited Course

Bronze Dojo Coach Accreditation:

To be eligible to attend this course for the purpose of accreditation the following are
prerequisites:

*  minimum grade of 3" kyu

* minimum active training time of two years

* minimum 16 years of age

* must hold a current Sports First-Aid and Resuscitation Certificate
* Policy check as per State/Territory Legalisation

The next two levels of accreditation are handled solely by AKF Inc

Silver Development Coach Accreditation:

To be eligible to attend this course for the purpose of accreditation the following are
prerequisites:

* minimum grade of 1°' Dan: provide copy of dan certificate

* current accredited as a Level 1/Bronze Dojo Coach for a period
no less than two years and have actively maintained
accreditation during that time. This includes First Aid and
Police check re own State/Territory Legislation

* must be 18 years of age
* have successfully sat the AKF Referee’s Exam

To be eligible to attend this course for the purpose of accreditation the following are
prerequisites:

* minimum grade of NiDan: provide copy of dan certificate

* current accredited as a Silver Development/Level 2 Coach for a
period no less than two years and have actively maintained
accreditation during that time. This includes First Aid and
Police check re own State/Territory Legislation

* must be 21 years of age

* must hold a current First-Aid Certificate / Resuscitation: provide
copy of certificate
Recommendation for NCAS accreditation for all levels will only be
made when all course requirements have been met, including
completion of the required practical coaching component.
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
